The Department of Justice (DOJ)
has issued revised Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) Title Il and
Title 1l regulations which took
effect March 15, 2011. These
regulations affect the obligations
of Title Il public entities (state and
local government entities) and
Title Il private businesses (a.k.a.
places of public accommodation) to
furnish appropriate auxiliary aids
and services where necessary to
ensure effective communication
with individuals with disabilities.

State Library Announces 2014-2015 State Aid for Library
Construction Awards

The New York State Library, in partnership with New York’s 23 public
library systems, has awarded 182 State Aid for Construction grants totaling
$14 million. The awards are supported by capital funds appropriated in the
FY 2014-2015 State Budget for the construction and renovation of public
library and public library systems buildings around the state. Eight local
libraries were awarded a total of $306,650. Again this year, we were able
to fund all projects at 75% of the total cost.

Clinton County: e Rouses Point Dodge Memorial
Library obtained $19,049 to
